General Terms and Conditions 

In connection with the opening of a new credit facility, a credit report will be obtained on the account owner from a credit reporting institute. All information reviewed by SAS in connection with the credit report shall be treated with confidentiality. Creditworthiness will result in a credit facility up to a certain amount over a period of time.

In case of unsatisfactory creditworthiness, SAS reserves the right to demand security in the form of a bank guarantee if SAS so deems necessary.

The granted credit facility shall be notified (to the customer) together with a customer number. This number is personal and the account holder is responsible of the number not being abused. The account holder shall refer to this customer number when ordering services. The account holder is liable for payment for all purchases ordered on the basis of the allocated customer number. The granted credit facility may not be exceeded without the approval of SAS.

The account holder is obligated to inform SAS immediately of any change of address, form of association or circumstances that may affect the relationship between the account holder and SAS.  

SAS has the right to terminate the credit facility if no purchases have been made during a continuous period of twelve (12) months.

The credit period shall not exceed 30 days from the date of the SAS invoice and the account holder is obligated to ensure that full payment is received by SAS not later than the due date stated in the invoice.

SAS reserves the right, as the case may be, to charge a reminder fee.
In case of delayed payment, SAS has the right to charge interest.
SAS has the right to terminate a granted credit facility with immediate effect if the account holders fails to perform its obligations under these general terms and conditions or if such circumstances occur that, in the reasonable determination of SAS, endangers the due performance of the obligations of the account holder under these general terms and conditions. In case of such termination, the debt on the account shall immediately become due in its entirety.       
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
